To get the number and total payments of all the participants with down syndrome in NSW, apply the following filters to the data:
RprtDt=“30-Sep-25”, RsdsInStateCd=“NSW”, RsdsInSrvcDstrctNm=”ALL”, DsbltyGrpNm=”Down Syndrome”, NDIAAgeBnd=”25-34”, SuppClass=“Core”

The average payment can be calculated by dividing payment amount (PmtAmt) with the count of participants (CountOfParticipants).
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
